OPA JOBS THAT WILL BE AVAILABLE NEXT YEAR: A few OPA Board Members and Committee Chairs have announced that they will not run for re-election next year. A COMMENT ABOUT COLLECTING OUR FRIENDS POTS: “To glue or not to glue? I love using the many pottery pieces I've acquired from fellow OPA friends and potters around the country. When a beloved piece bites the dust, it is a sad occasion. Luckily it happens fairly rarely. Most often there are multiple, un-repairable shards to be turned into a chance to purchase a new friend when next I see that potter. But what to do when it is just a chip that renders the piece "not as nice", but also not quite trash? Today I Ducco cemented the corner of a favorite Tamae Sawano plate because she's not local nor making pottery any more. It is a piece that is so nice in the hand, so perfect in its imperfection. I'll see how it holds up, and then when it falls off again, I'll grind it a bit and keep using it. It won't be the same, but I hope she doesn't mind her less than perfect dish being used. COSTS OF DOING ART SHOWS:  OPA member Lyn Sedlak-Ford recently researched the fees charged for booths and applications by the shows that Art Fair Source Book ranked as the top 300 in the country. Booth fees were: $100+ (40 shows), $200+ (60 shows), $300+ (85 shows), $400+ (43 shows), $500+ (24 shows),  $600+ (10 shows),  $700+ (8 shows),  $800+ (6 shows), $900+ (8 shows),  $1,000+ (0 shows), $1,100+ (1 show), $1700 (1 show). The higher-priced shows were indoor. Shows that charge a commission are not included in this. The top-ranked shows were not necessarily the most expensive. Some were, but many of the top twenty shows charged $400-$500 for a booth.

    Application fees were $0 (40 shows), $5 (1 show), $10-14 (13 shows), $15 (27 shows), $20 (49 shows), $25-29 (77 shows), $30 (31 shows), $35 (23 shows), $40 (8 shows), $50-55 (3 shows), $70 (1 show)

Higher numbers of people had increased lead from shooting firearms and remodeling, but ceramics is still a very big concern.
